CONSULTING PSYCHIATRIST

I.
Appointment
The Director of the Counseling/Student Development Center appoints the consulting psychiatrist after consultation with the Vice President for Student Life.

II.
Duties and Functions
           The psychiatrist assesses the nature and extent of individual patient functioning

upon direct referral by a Counseling/Student Development Center staff member or other Student Life professionals in conjunction with the Counseling/Student Development Center staff.  The psychiatrist formulates approaches for addressing the problem(s) and provides a medical point of view for assisting these students.


A.        The psychiatrist meets individually on a priority basis with Marywood students referred by the Counseling/Student Development Center staff or other Student Life professional staff in conjunction with the Counseling/ Student Development Center.  Referrals for routine evaluations will be made through the Advanced Community Service Office.

B. The psychiatrist diagnoses the type and degree of psychological malfunctioning and provides timely oral feedback to the Marywood staff followed by a written evaluation.

C. The psychiatrist provides short-term psychiatric assistance, prescribing medication when necessary.

D. The psychiatrist may coordinate treatment with the Marywood Student Health Services staff when the student’s physical health is compromised by his or her psychological disability.

E. All Crisis/Emergency referrals will be made through the Scranton Counseling Center Emergency Service.

F.
The psychiatrist assists with hospitalization of students when warranted.

G.
The psychiatrist refers students to facilities and/or physicians as agreed to by the student and the Counseling/Student Development Center staff for long-term treatment. This may include resources in the local community, follow-up care in the student’s hometown, and/ or residential treatment facilities.


H.
The psychiatrist meets on campus a minimum of three times annually with the Counseling/Student Development Center staff and/or other Student Life staff for case conferences.

J. The psychiatrist represents Marywood University in any discussions with other physicians treating students.  Timely oral feedback will be provided to the University staff followed by a written summary, evaluation and/or recommendations.  

K. With respect to determining the student's readiness to return to class, live on campus, etc., the consulting psychiatrist will provide an opinion regarding the preferred treatment for the student’s illness

III. Lines of Responsibility

The consulting psychiatrist is responsible to the Director of the Counseling/ Student Development Center.
